Booking conditions

· We recognise the importance of Health and Safety and Child Protection. Wild About Plants outreach is being managed by an experienced team of educators who have worked with children for a number of years. All the team have had enhanced CRB checks.

2) A risk assessment for the activity

3) A parental information letter and consent slip (for some of our workshops only – where this involves handling wild plants or learning about their edible and medicinal uses)

4) A photo consent form (in some cases only)

For this reason we will be asking for all bookings to be made at least 3 weeks before the booked event to ensure that all administration requirements can be met.
· When sessions are being delivered by Wild About Plants project staff we expect school staff to maintain responsibility for behaviour of children. We also expect school staff to assume responsibility for First Aid. 

· Schools are responsible for ensuring correct child:adult ratios are maintained – a minimum of 1:10 excluding Wild About Plants project staff. The adults should always include at least one qualified teacher.

· The cost of these educational opportunities is fully subsidised by the project. However please bear in mind that we were oversubscribed last year. We would encourage you not to cancel once a booking has been made and if you do choose to cancel to please notify us with at least one week’s notice in order that we can contact schools on our reserve list.
